Tell me about your experiences with reporting? 

Who did you speak with?
Who went with you?  

Was that helpful?  Why?  

What support would have been more helpful?

How did your experience as a survivor affect your relationship with your institution?  Were you able to return to classes?  Academic life?  Campus life?

What do you wish had been different about your experiences dealing with your institution/professionals at your institution?

How would you advise someone who may be dealing with this same issue?  
Would you send them to the same office or to someone else?  Why or why not?

Will you return to these campus support systems in the future?  Why or why not?

Having experienced this, what do you think campuses can do to prevent or reduce sexual violence? 
What can your institution do to better support victims of sexual violence?
