Duties:

The Advocate-Educator position provides crisis intervention, emotional support, and short term supportive counseling pursuant to crime victimization. Conducts need and risk assessments and safety planning; and provides appropriate referrals and information to assist client recovery. Provides follow-up and case management services as needed; provides clients with assistance in completing victim compensation forms, victim impact statements, and understanding victim's rights; provides assistance and accompaniment for filing police reports and Injunctions for Protection, and court proceedings. Accompanies clients to forensic evidence exams and follow up medical appointments. Advocates on behalf of clients in regards to university policies and procedures or community-based problems including: academic affairs, financial assistance, employment, and housing. Assists University Police with performing death notifications. Shares responsibility for providing 24 hour, seven days a week on-call services for immediate crisis intervention to victims. Provides educational presentations in classrooms and other settings on issues of crime and victimization, awareness and risk reduction, and primary prevention. May represent the Center as needed with other community organizations and events. Researches information relevant to victim's issues including resources, treatment plans, and statistics.

Minimum Qualifications:

Bachelor's degree or Master's degree in Social Work, Mental Health, Criminology, Education or other field appropriate to the program content and two years of related experience. Experience includes, but is not limited to working with crime victims, knowledge of the dynamics of crime victimization especially as it pertains to college students and the crimes of sexual violence, stalking, domestic/relationship violence, and cybercrimes. Experience providing crisis intervention with victims of violence. Strong oral and written communication skills. Experience in public speaking, teaching, or presenting to college-age audiences. Basic computer skills including Microsoft Word, Excel, Outlook, and internet. The Master's degree may substitute for the required experience. Specific certifications or licensures may be required or preferred for certain program areas.

Preferred Qualifications:

Master's degree in Education, Social Work, Mental Health, Criminology, or other field appropriate to the program content and six months or more of direct service experience with victims of crime. Victims Services Practitioner Designation through the Florida Attorney General's Office. Knowledge of available resources on and off campus; familiarity with the USF Center for Victim Advocacy and Violence Prevention and its services. Knowledge of Florida criminal statutes. Intermediate or advanced computer skills including PowerPoint, Publisher, Access.

Additional Information for Applicants:

This ideal candidate should have ability to work with sensitive and confidential issues; strong oral and written communication skills. Ability to respond to campus in a timely manner when on-call. 

This position requires a level two criminal background check.
