INFORMED CONSENT FORM for RESEARCH
The purpose of this study is to help NC State University offices improve prevention programming for students surrounding unwanted sexual experiences, in particular regarding intervening in such a situation. 

If you agree to participate in this study, you will be asked to complete an anonymous online survey that should take about 20 minutes to complete.  Your participation will end once you have submitted the survey.

After you have read through this form you will be brought to an authentication page in which you will be asked to enter your Unity ID and password and notified that your authentication information will in no way be linked to your survey responses.  This step is taken to ensure that you are an NCSU student, that you only complete the survey one time, and that you do not receive any future unnecessary emails requesting you complete the survey. No IP addresses or time stamps will be collected in this process.  Once you have authenticated you will be directed to the online questionnaire.

The anonymous information in the study records will be kept strictly confidential.  During the administration of the survey, all data will be collected and stored on a secure server, maintained by NC State’s Information Technology Division [ITD], located in the Hillsborough Building.  As the survey will not ask you to provide any information about yourself, no reference will be made in oral or written reports that could link you to the study.

Your participation in this research study is voluntary; you may decline to participate without penalty.  If you withdraw prior to completion, your data will not be used in the research. If you decide to participate, you may withdraw from the study at any time by clicking “end survey,” without penalty and without loss of benefits to which you are otherwise entitled.  If you would like to opt out of receiving any future emails about submitting this survey, please send an email stating this to ____@ncsu.edu (alias). 

As the questions ask about possible encounters you might have had with unwanted sexual experiences, there is the chance that you will feel emotional distress.  In order to minimize this risk, you have the opportunity to access a resource and fact sheet now (see link below), during the survey, and at its completion.  This sheet will provide you with immediate campus and community referrals as well as information surrounding the definitions and laws of your sexual rights.

There is no direct benefit to you for completing this survey.  However you may benefit from learning more about the definitions and your rights related to unwanted sexual experiences, the resources available to you both on and off campus, and you will play a significant role in enhancing the prevention education programs available to you on campus.  The NCSU community will benefit from this information since it will help to better inform NCSU Administrators of the prevention education and needs surrounding unwanted sexual experiences on campus, so they can develop more effective programs.

Whether or not you complete or withdraw from the study prior to its completion, you will be given the opportunity to enter a drawing for a variety of prizes including a portable DVD player (2 winners), an iPod Shuffle (2 winners), a Northface backpack, a Northface shoulder bag, an NCSU afghan, a pair of NCSU tailgate chairs (2 winners), an NCSU tailgate blanket (2 winners), an NCSU gym bag (2 winners), and an NCSU cooler (2 winners).
