Dramatization of Barriers Cards (7 two-sided 8.5” x 11” cards)

Print these cards so that the agency name is on one side and the description is on the opposite side.  Use 8.5” x 11” so that agency names will be easily visible to group participants.

My name is Chris. I’m a first-year 17-year old gay male and I need your help. I was out at a party last night an upperclass guy, who is my friend’s older brother, sexually assaulted me. Everyone was drinking and dancing and having a good time and he started flirting with me. We were kissing in a back room and the next thing I know he was forcing me to give him oral sex. I feel so confused because I like him, but I didn’t want to do that. I’m scared to go to class and to the dining hall because he’ll be on campus and I don’t want to call home and tell my parents because they don’t know I’m gay. Please help.

I am a friend.  Are you talking about Marc’s brother, Ben? He’s totally hot. Did you actually tell him ‘no’ or are you just having morning-after regret? I don’t see any bruises or anything so you must not have fought back too much. I’m sorry this happened, but it’s just a part of the process of dating in the gay community. I wouldn’t tell anyone else and you should probably just try to move on. I mean… it’s not like he actually raped you or anything.
I am an upperclass acquaintance.  Chris, this is awful… but… I’ve known Ben since our first year and I just can’t imagine him doing something like this! He must have been confused and thought you liked him… you said yourself that you do. If this gets out, the family will be mortified… And speaking of parents, I really think you have to talk to yours about this. Don’t you think it’s time you told them that you are gay? It might take them some time to get used to it, but I am sure they will still love you. 
I am a professor. Chris, I’m so sorry this happened. Parties like that can be dangerous places to be. Now that you have told me about what happened, though, I am going to need to report the incident to the Title IX coordinators. And because you’re 17, I think we might have to talk to the police and/or CPS. Also, have you met the school counselor? We should probably tell her, too. 
I am with Law Enforcement.  I’m going to need to get in contact with your parents. If you were underage drinking, consented to going upstairs with him, and were doing stuff with him that you shouldn’t have been… well… I don’t know. Stay here. I am going to go and see if a female investigator is available to talk to you. I don’t handle these kinds of cases… especially ones that involve these types of… relationships. And, you are going to have to find a way to go to class or you’ll be at risk of failing out.
I am with a Sexual Assault Crisis Center. Because you are under the age of 18, we are going to have to make sure it’s okay with your parents for you to receive services here. We currently don’t have any support groups with males attending, but we can ask the group we do have how they would feel about you participating. In the meantime, you can meet with an advocate individually (with your parent’s consent). I also have some materials you can look over. They have all images of girls and women and always use the pronouns she, her, and hers when referring to victims, but just switch the pronouns to he, him, and his when you are reading them.
I am a Primary Care Physician. We will do some STI testing to make sure that you weren’t infected with anything during the incident. I also want to give you this brochure about safer-sex practices for males who engage in sex with other men. I strongly suggest you tell your parents or at least talk with a counselor about what you are going through. 
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
